The Huddle
· ​The Center will call the huddle 8 yards off the spot of the ball

· The Quarterback is in CHARGE of the huddle

· The huddle is SHARP and TIGHT
· The offensive line is standing with their backs to the ball

· The backs and receivers are in two point stance in front of the OL
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· There will be silence in the huddle as the Coach calls the play

· The play will be formation, back getting the ball, snap count, READY

· For example. Split right 21 dive

· Formation –Split Right

· Back getting ball- 2 back

· Hole Number- 1 hole

· Dive- Back goes into hole solo

· Upon the coaches’ call of ready, the entire team will call “break” with one loud clap of hands in unison as each player takes his place on the ball.

· The players should move quickly to their positions awaiting the QB’S cadence

Cadence
· Command by the QB the cadence allows for quick strikes, deception and change within our offensive scheme

· The cadence is not robotic… the flow is determined by what the QB is trying to accomplish

· When the QB says Ready all members of the offensive unit will get into their two point stance and remain still until the word set
· The QB will call Set, all lineman should then get into their three point stance

· The QB will the say Hut (the QB will say hut the same number as the snap count ex. Snap count 2…..Hut Hut).
